The event includes also a number of races including as Wheelchair Marathon, ASICS Half Marathon, Wheelchair 
15km, Southern Cross University 10km Run, 5.7km Challenge and Zespri Junior Dash 4km and 2km races. 

The marathon course runs next to the Gold Coast’s surf beaches and broadwater and has a reputation as one of 
the flattest and fastest courses in the world. The highlight is being able to run on a fast, flat and scenic course in 
one of the world’s most popular beach holiday destinations. The Gold Coast climate is traditionally good for 
running, with low humidity, no wind and mild temperatures, creating great conditions to achieve a personal best 
time. The race program includes the full 42.195km Gold Coast Airport Marathon. The Gold Coast Airport 

Marathon course is renowned worldwide for being flat, fast and scenic, taking in the beautiful broad water and 
sparkling surf beaches.  
 
Also in 2017 the elite runners are striving for a victory purse of $20,000 (1st place men and women - All prize
