From Abu Dhabi, UAE, (December 2012) — The 2012 WWA Wake Park World Championships hosted by 
Al Forsan International Sports Resort are in the record books. Wakeboarders from over 25 different 

countries came with their game faces on at the state-of-the-art sporting facility in Abu Dhabi, UAE. 
Russia, Australia, and UAE were the most represented countries; while 8 different countries won titles.

In Am Jr. Men’s, UAE’s own Omier Saeed worked his 
way through the quarter-finals, semi-finals, and put together an incredible finals pass for the victory. 

Amateur Features rider Scott Rosewell (GBR) was up against riders that were twice his age; however, 
the 13 year old figured out the competition in the 7-minute jam format to take his first WWA Wake 

Park World Title.
